Issues: 
¨  In the morning 40% of parents go straight home again after they drop off their 

children, in the afternoons 73% of parents go straight home. 

¨  66% of students that live between 1km and 2km from school, and 48% of students 
that live within 1km from the school, travel by car in the mornings. 

¨  The main reasons parents drive their children to school are: 
o The distance between school and home is too great (61%) 
o There are too many dangerous roads between home and school (39%) 
o It’s convenient to drive them on the way to work/elsewhere (27%). 
o They have other reasons to why they drive their children (21%)

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Developing a School Travel Plan

Your School Travel Plan is developed as a partnership between your school, ARTA and your Council. 
A School Travel Coordinator from ARTA and a Road Safety Coordinator/TravelWise coordinator from 
your Council will be allocated to your school. They will work with your Principal and Lead Teacher to 
set up a Working Group to develop the plan and assist with delivery. Your Working Group may 
include teachers, parents, Board of Trustees members, councillors/community board members, NZ 
Police and other community stakeholders. 
 
Principals of a School Travel Plan for Primary Scho ols: 

·  A commitment to reducing car use by parents, students and staff 
·  Actions to help change travel choices and promote sustainable transport 
·  Systems for monitoring and celebrating success 
·  A long term whole school approach to being TravelWise 

 
 
Role of the Working Group 
Working Groups are an integral part of the TravelWise programme – they come together on a regular 
basis to plan and implement your School Travel Plan. Your Working Group will be developed to meet 
the particular needs of your school. This group is initially facilitated by your School Travel Coordinator 
with support from your Lead Teacher and your Council Road Safety Coordinator/TravelWise 
Coordinator.  
 
The working group may include your Principal, a Board of Trustees representative, students, Walking 
School Bus Coordinator(s), Council traffic engineers, NZ Police Education Officer, Councillors, 
Community Board members and other interested people from your community. An ideal size for your 
Working Group is between 8 and 10 people but this can vary depending on who can attend. 
 
 
School Travel Plan Strategies 
The TravelWise process offers students, parents and communities the opportunity to identify what 
would make their journey to and from school safer. Strategies are then developed and implemented 
to make the journey safer and thus affect a change in behaviour. 
 
The Working Group will analyse findings from the surveys and discuss issues regarding road safety 
and school travel. They will meet 3-4 times to develop and write the School Travel Plan according to 
four main strategies: 

 
 
School Travel Plan Strategies 

 

Engineering  Pedestrian facilities and crossings, speed reduction measures, 
road markings and signs, footpath improvements, etc. 
 

Education  Police road safety education programmes, road safety awards, 
cycle training, promotional materials, etc. 
 

Enforcement  NZ Police patrolling at peak times 
Encouragement  Walking School Buses, sustainable transport programmes, 

carpooling programmes, safe cycling programmes and 
incentives, etc. 
 



 
 
 
 
Requirement for artwork for the travel plan front a nd back covers 
for schools in Franklin District. 
 
1. Two winning designs will be chosen. One for the front cover and one for the 

back cover of the travel plan. 
 
2. Format: Landscape A4 format only – (not portrait)
